Here's the "POINT"! 
                                                       "GOD" (2)
As we started this series on "GOD", we've based it on HIS "NAME" and HIS "TITLES"  which HE has used in HIS "Word", to describe HIMSELF.   Surely, there is no more an enlightening "source" than what "GOD"  says about HIMSELF. Indeed, if it were not for HIS "providential" "Revelation" and "Preservation" of "HIS WORD", (our "Bible"),  man would be totally ignorant of the "ELOHIM" (e-lo-HEEM)-GOD of "Creation"! (Gen. 1:1)  Now, along with this first word, indicating GOD's "Creative-Power"; HE connects it with "JEHOVAH" (je-HO-vah).   "ELOHIM" is HIS "Name"  of  "Creation-Power";  while "JEHOVAH" (we shall see) is HIS "Name" of "Covenant-Power".  So, HE never says-"Thus saith 'ELOHIM' ";  but, "Thus saith 'JEHOVAH' ", or "Thus saith 'the LORD' ".    "JEHOVAH" is the "GOD" of "Covenant", of "Revelation", of "Communication", of "the WORD"!    JEHOVAH is "GOD"  WHO "speaks" HIS "Word"  to us!
"JEHOVAH" is akin to the Hebrew verb--"harah", "to be"/"being".   Very close to "harah", is "Chavah", "to Live"/"Life".    But our English word , "JEHOVAH" is still suspect in its spelling and pronunciation.  The ancient Jews ceased to write out or to speak the word after the first Temple was destroyed.  They only spoke out of fear, re-spect and awe, saying--"The Name".  "The Holy Name", "The Unutterable Name", et. al.  Since original Hebrew was only written in consonants and a vowel-system was not used until the 10th Century B.C.; you have for the word--"JE HO VAH" (which started with the I6lI A.D., KJV) which was developed from the 4 Hebrew letters, YHWH (JHVH  in German) and pronounced--"Yah-WEH".  So,  in this process, "ADONAY" (i.e., a-do-NAI, "LORD, MASTER"),  (to be studied later) was substituted for "YHWH".  And later, the vowels of "ADONAY" were inserted into "YHWH"; so-becoming--"YaHoWaH-JEHOVAH".  Also, the Hebrew personal pronoun translated "he" is likewise much akin to the word, "harah".  This is significant where the pronoun refers to "GOD", i.e.,  "HE is, exists, Lives"!  An example is in Ps. 102:27, "But Thou art the same and Thy years shall have no end", more literally should read--"Thou art HE and Thy years shall have no end".  So with regard to this "LIVING-JEHOVAH", we see the word which "names" "JEHOVAH-Elohim".  But, the definite article-The, is never used with "JEHOVAH".  The Hebrew will say, "my ELOHIM" (GOD), but never, "my JEHOVAH"; they speak of "the ElLOHIM of Israel", but never "the JEHOVAH of Israel".   He writes of "the Living-ELOHIM", but never "the Living JEHOVAH". "JEHOVAH" is HIS "Name".    "JEHOVAH is".  "JEHOVAH Lives!   ". . .I,  even I Am JEHOVAH. . .". (Is. 43:10-11)   Thus,  read what "JEHOVAH" said for Moses to tell Israel about HIS "Name"  in Ex. 3:13-17.

So, from here on in Scripture, we read of "JEHOVAH-GOD".  HE's the One WHO "Speaks" ("The WORD"); the One WHO "Writes"  "The COVENANT";  the One WHO Shares "HIMSELF"; the One WHO "LIVES in us";  the One "in Whom we Live and move and have our very being". (Ac. 17:28). . . This is "JEHOVAH"!  HE is "ELOHIM"-GOD, WHO "Created Man" and "all things"; and HE is "JEHOVAH"-GOD, WHO  "Reveals" to man the meaning of it all.  While "ELOHIM" is used of other "gods";  "JEHOVAH" is used to describe "the One, True and Living GOD" of "the Bible", and HIM alone!  It is "ELOHIM"-GOD, WHO created All "Things" out of nothing (Heb. 11:3).  But it is "JEHO-VAH -ELOHIM", WHO begins the "Divine-Education/Relationship" with "Adam" (Gen. 2:4-), and consequently, mankind!  It is "JEHOVAH-GOD", WHO makes HIS "Covenant" with Noah (Gen. 6:1-9:29); It is "JEHOVAH-GOD", WHO makes HIS "Covenant"  with Abraham (Gen. 12:1-17:27); it is "JEHOVAH-GOD" WHO, makes HIS "Covenant" with Moses (Ex. 6:2-8, 19:1-21/ Heb. 8); and it is "JEHOVAH-GOD", WHO makes HIS "New Covenant"  with Jesus, for the "fulfillment" of all those "Covenants" and for the eternal "Redemption"  for all Obedient-"Believers" (Heb. 8:6-13, 9:13-28).  See the "Fulfill-ment/Beginning" of all this in Acts 2!
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
