Here's the "POINT"!

As we have seen, in our first Articles, about "The Name"(s) of GOD; GOD'S first "reve-lation"  to man about who HE is, is seen in "The Name"--"ELOHIM" (EL-lo-HEEM),  i.e., "Great, Powerful, Creating" GOD (Gen. 1).  HIS next "revelation"  is seen in"The Name"--"JEHOVAH" (je-HO-vah), i.e., "Righteous, Loving, Covenanting" GOD (Gen. 2:4fff).   Now, the third word for GOD is "revealed"  as "EL-SHADDAI" (EL-shad-DAI), i.e., "GOD-ALMIGHTY", "all Powerful, all Authoritative".
In Ex. 6:2-3, He says--"And GOD ("ELOHIM") spoke unto Moses and said unto him--I AM JEHOVAH,  and I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob,  as GOD--AL-MIGHTY ("EL-SHADDAI"), but My Name is JEHOVAH; I was not known to them".  They could see HIS MIGHT, POWER, CREATION, but it took centuries for man to begin to comprehend "JEHOVAH", "The Eternal-One, The Ever-Becoming One, The Covenanting-One".  They couldn't "see" HIS multifaceted-personality ("ELOHIM") as quickly as they "saw" HIS awesome-"POWER" ("EL-SHADDAI").
This "Name" ("EL-SHADDAI") is used first in Gen. 17:1f--"And when Abram was ninety and nine years old, JEHOVAH appeared to Abram and said to him--"I AM GOD-ALMIGHTY ("EL-SHADDAI"); walk before ME and be thou perfect.  And I ("JE-HOVAH") will make MY Covenant between ME and thee, and will multiply (like "GOD-ALMIGHTY") thee exceedingly". (cf. Gen.12:1-2, 13:16, 15:5).  But the years passed and Abram and Sarah became too old to have children.  They  had given up, so they tried to "help" GOD, as Sarah gave Hagar to Abraham so she might bear a child for him.  Thus, this "experiment" brought Ishmael (and Mohammedanism) into the world!  You remem-

ber how GOD rejected this and waited till Abraham was 100 and Sarah 90 years old--(Gen. 21:1-7)  absolutely too old to normally have a baby!    But,   it was not too old for GOD  ("EL-SHADDAI") ALMIGHTY!    And so, GOD manifested HIS  "Almighty-Power", and Isaac was born by GOD's "Promise"!  Only an "All-Powerful-GOD" could cause even such as this to happen!
Now, the compound word "EL-SHADDAI" is interesting:  "EL" is translated "GOD" and "SHADDAI", "ALMIGHTY".  But the word "EL" is also translated "Power", "Might" (see Gen. 32:29, Pro. 3:27, Mic. 2:1, Ps. 18:32).  So, there seems to be an added implication in "SHADDAI", determined by the root-word of its origin.  "ELOHIM" is HE (or "THEY") WHO creates "All things"  and supports them to be "kept in store" (Gen 1, Heb. 1:10, 11:3, II Pt. 3:5-7).    It is "EL-SHADDAI"  Who causes "Nature"  to act contrary to its "Laws"!  (cf. Moses' 10 "plagues" and Jesus' "Miracles").  But the word "SHADDAI" has further implications in its root-form--being translated 24 times "Breast", signifying that which "Nourishes, Supplies, Satisfies".  So,  HE is a GOD ("EL") "of Power to Nourish, Supply and Satisfy" ("SHADDAI").  See Jacob in Gen. 49:24-25, which says--"the arm of his (Joseph) hands were made strong by the hands of The Mighty-GOD of Jacob. . .even by the GOD ("EL") of thy father, Who shall Help thee; and by The Almighty ("SHADDAI"),  Who shall Bless with Blessings of Heaven above, Blessings of the deep that lieth under, Blessings of the Breasts and of the Womb".  See this "Divine-Power" even more clearly in Isa. 60:15-16, 66:10-13.  Note in all these passages that the word, "Breasts"  is from the Hebrew "SHAD",  from which we have "The Name"  of GOD,  "SHADDAI",  translated "ALMIGHTY"  in the Bible.
Note that as "GOD-ALMIGHTY" could "Promise" and "Supply"  "the seed"-Isaac to Ab-raham and Sarah, so HE can "Promise" and "Give" HIS "Seed"--JESUS  for our "Salva-tion"--"not of works lest any man should boast"! (See Gal. 3 with Gen. 17:6, 28:3, 35:11, 48:3-4, 49:25, et al.)

Paul also said in Heb. 11:6--"for he who cometh unto GOD, must believe that HE is, ("JEHOVAH", "I AM that I AM") and that HE is a rewarder  ("EL-SHADDAI",  "Supplier")  of them who diligently seek HIM." .   Brethren, our GOD "cares" for us (Jn. 3:16) and HE "Gives"  us "all things that pertain to Life and Godliness" (II Pt. 1:3-4).  "Blessed be The Name of The LORD!"
