Here's the "POINT!"

So, having seen "ELOHIM-GOD", our "Creator"; "JEHOVAH-GOD", our "Covenant maker"; "EL-SHADDAI-GOD", our "GOD-Almighty-Provider"; and "ADONAI-GOD", 
our "Lord" and "Master", we come to the next "Name-Revelation" of GOD.  Such "Divine"-"Names" of WHOM the Scriptures reveal to us are indeed most challenging for 
us to understand and maybe for the mortal, finite mind, to any degree, appreciate.  
But the "Believer" must continue to try to "Learn of HIM", somewhat! 

The word is "JEHOVAH-JIREH" (je-HO-vah-YEER-eh).  Most of the remaining "Names" of GOD are compounded with "JEHOVAH-", as is this one.  These subse-quent compound "Names" are all tied together  in much of a chronological story-revelation of HIM.  And, they all need to be studied and understood together in their context for the most part. As we've seen "JEHOVAH"--the "I AM", "Eternal, Spirit, 
Holy, Loving, Redeemer, Covenant-maker"; it is now tied to "JIREH".   Now,  this 
word is a common verb used throughout the O.T., meaning "to See" or "Appear", 
or "En-vision".   But, it is sometimes translated "Pro-vide".  How is this?  To under-stand, we must "see" it in the "Divine"-faculty. (2 Pt.1:3--9)  GOD doesn't just "see"; 
but HE "Fore-sees", HE "Per-ceives", HE "En-visions", HE has "In-sight", HE has 
"Pre-vision", HE has "Pro-vision".  You see, GOD'S "vision" is not limited, like man's, 
i. e., till the event takes place.   So, GOD'S "Pre-vision" also extends to "Pro-vision" through which HE "Pro-vides" (from the Latin-"video"-"to see") for man's need , hav-

ing "Fore-seen" it all beforehand.   Note that this word is also properly used about GOD'S "Seers"--HIS "Prophets"!  They would have to be able to "see" this way if 
they were GOD's True "Seers"--HIS "Prophets", who "fore-saw" and "spoke-forth" 
for the need of man before the time (II Pt. 1:20-21)    So, JEHOVAH-JIREH is a 
GOD WHO "sees" everything before, during, and after, at the same time!  As HE 
"sees", it is the same as HIS acting upon it.  It is the same as when GOD "said. . ."  
in the creation, and,  ". . .it was so"! (Gen.1).
Now this "Vision"-Power of GOD is first stressed by Abraham in Gen. 22.  Here 
we read of a most striking event.  Abraham had finally "come through it all".  He answered "the Call" (Gen. 12), he received "the Covenant of Promise" (Gen. 17), 
he traveled to "the Land of Promise" (Gen 22), and he now had "the Child of Pro-

mise".  He thinks "now" he can take a deep breath and relax!  But, no!  GOD (EL-

OHIM) speaks again--and calls him up to the mountain to offer his son in Sacrifice 
to HIM!  Can you imagine?  We can write from now on about what all would go 
through our minds, let alone Abraham's!  But, he "staggered not", and he told his servants to wait before the mount while he and Isaac went up to offer "sacrifice".  
Isaac finally asks--"Behold the fire and the wood, but where is the Lamb for a 
burnt-offering?".  Abraham answers--"GOD will Provide. . ."!  He uses the word "JEHOVAH-JIREH".  And, father and son say no more till the boy is bound, the 
raised knife is coming down to the throat, and the "Angel" stays Abraham's hand 
as he hears the "ram" caught in a bush! Heb. 11:19 says--"(Abraham) accounting 
that GOD was able to raise him (Isaac) up even from the dead, from whence he (Abraham) also received him (Isaac) in a figure".  So, that's how far Abraham's 
"Faith" could now take him!  The question remains--How far can your Faith in 
GOD'S "Providential-Care" take you?
Now, after this is all over and Abraham and Isaac come down from the Mount, (I suspect rather silently. . .what else could be said?!); Gen. 22:14 reads--"And Ab-

raham called the name of that place 'JEHOVAH-JIREH', as it is said to this day, 
'In the Mount of the Lord (JEHOVAH) it shall be seen (JIREH)'." (KJV).  The ASV reads--"it shall be PROVIDED".  Another version says--"He shall be seen".  Put it together and you have something like--"In the Mount of JEHOVAH-JIREH. . .it 
shall be SEEN. . .He shall be SEEN. . .He shall PROVIDE. . .".  So now, the simple verb takes on a profound connotation--to describe the supernatural, Pro-visional, 
In-sight of "GOD-to-Pro-vide" for the needs of man--from the "ram"  for Abraham, 
to the "sacrifice of Jesus" for all the obedient-believers of the Gospel!  (See Heb. 10:5-10 where Paul quotes from David in Ps. 40:6, saying--". . .but a body Thou 
hast prepared Me. . .by the which Will we are sanctified through the Offering of 
the body of Jesus Christ once for all"!)  If you don't think GOD is always "looking-ahead", look again at these two passages!  How can anyone not "see" that every-

thing GOD did, from "Mt. Moriah" to "Mt. Calvary" , was exactly according to all 
"HE-Fore-Saw" (JEHOVAH-JIREH); even as Peter preached on "Pentecost" in Ac.2:23fff --"according to the Determinate-council and Fore-knowledge of GOD", 
Jesus was "Crucified"; but by that same "Fore-knowledge" HE also "Determined" 
to "Raise Him Up from the Dead!"!  
So, the very "Name" of GOD--"JEHOVAH-JIREH", teaches that "GOD's Super-
"Vision" dictates everything about HIM--from HIS "eternal-Purpose. . .in Christ" 
(Ep. 3:11) to HIS final-"Fore-seen" Act of "Resurrection" of Jesus from the Dead!   
(I Cor.15:24-28, I Th. 4:13-18, especially vss 23-24 of Acts 2:22-38, Ac. 17:30-31).
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
