1. Let’s commit to be like the Bereans who carefully 
checked all teachings against God’s Word (Acts 17:11-12) 

  11 Now these people were more noble-minded than those 
in Thessalonica, for they received the word with great 
eagerness, examining the Scriptures daily to see whether 
these things were so. 12 Therefore, many of them be-
lieved, along with a significant number of prominent 
Greek women and men. 

2. Let’s commit to be like Paul, pressing on to take hold of 
everything God has for us (Philippians 3:12-14).  

12 Not that I have already grasped it all or have al-
ready become perfect, but I press on if I may also take 
hold of that for which I was even taken hold of by Christ 
Jesus. 13 Brothers and sisters, I do not regard myself as 
having taken hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting 
what lies behind and reaching forward to 
what lies ahead, 14 I press on toward the goal for the prize 
of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus. 

3. Let’s commit to speak up about those popular sins which 
damage people’s souls (Ephesians 5:11).  

11 
Do not participate in the useless deeds of darkness, but 

instead even expose them;  

4. Let’s commit to speak up for unborn children (Psalm 
82:3-4). 

3 Vindicate the weak and fatherless; 
Do justice to the afflicted and destitute. 
4 Rescue the weak and needy; 
Save them from the hand of the wicked.  

5. Let's commit to fellowship that will spur us on to greater 
maturity (Hebrews 10:24-25). 

24 and let’s consider how to encourage one another in 
love and good deeds, 25 not abandoning our own meeting 
together, as is the habit of some people, 
but encouraging one another; and all the more as you 
see the day drawing near.  

6. Let's commit to enjoying God's creation (Rev. 4:11). 
11 “Worthy are You, our Lord and our God, to receive 
glory and honor and power; for You created all things, 
and because of Your will they existed, and were creat-
ed.”  

7. Let's commit to renewing and restoring our souls through 
times of praise and thanksgiving (Hebrews 13:15). 

15 Through Him then, let’s continually offer up 
a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips prais-
